Potato Tax Stamps

These stamps were required by the Potato Act of
1935, an amendment to the Agricultural Adjust-
ment Act that became effective December 1,
1935. Potato growers were given allotments for
which they were provided Tax Exempt Potato
stamps. Growers exceeding their allotment would
have paid for the excess with Tax Paid Potato
stamps at the rate of % cent per pound.

On Jan. 6, 1936, the US Supreme Court declared
the Agricultural Adjustment Act unconstitutional.
Officially the Potato Act was in effect until Febru-
ary 10, 1936, when it was repealed by Congress
but, in essence, the law was ignored once the Su-
preme Court ruling was issued. Because of the
Act’s short life, Tax Paid stamps were never used.

Tax Paid Potatoes
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Tax paid stamps were issued in 13 denominations
from %c to $1.50 in bright all different colors. The Tax
Exempt Potato stamps were issued in 2lb, 5Ib, 10Ib
and 50Ib stamps.
