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OK, really a dead duck, but how can you resist the
proud look on the Black Labrador Retriever who
brought back the Mallard Drake his owner had just
shot? This “duck” stamp was issued in June of
1959 and is inscribed “Void after June 30, 1960".
Hunting Permit Stamps, as they are officially
known, were authorized by an Act of Congress,
approved March 16, 1934, to license hunters. Re-
ceipts go to maintain waterfowl life in the US.
They are applied to the hunters license and
signed on the face by the hunter.
